The following steps should be followed in order for your application to be uploaded on CIHEAM Bari 

Roster of Experts.  

 

Please note that steps from 1 to 4 are compulsory for both new candidates and users already 

registered to the Roster of experts. 

1. Create a personal profile on the  CIHEAM Bari Roster of Experts.   

2. Upload a Curriculum vitae (CV), selecting the curriculum type “Call for Interest” and specify the 

title of the Project “SANET”. Your CV should include your career history, listing in chronological order 

your professional experiences, relevant activities and other public appointments. You should also 

include any other relevant academic and professional experience. The CV should be written in 

English including all contact, together with, a mobile phone number; 

3. Upload a letter of motivation, highlighting evidence on the expertise required; 

4. Upload “Information about collecting, storing and processing personal data” (Annex 1, in pdf format, 

duly signed); 

5. Send via email the CV, Motivation Letter and Information about collecting, storing and 

processing personal data in pdf format to cv@iamb.it, specifying in the email object: “APPLICATION 

TO CALL FOR INTEREST PROJECT SANET”. 

 
How are candidates selected from the Consultant Roster? 
 

• Experts who are registered in the CIHEAM Bari Roster of Experts are available for 
consideration whenever relevant opportunities arise; 

 

• Applications will first be screened for eligibility by the CIHEAM Bari selection panel. 
Assessment will rely solely on the information provided. Applicants will be contacted should 
any details need to be clarified, or any further information requested; 
 

• Shortlisted candidates will be contacted directly by the CIHEAM Bari selection panel, using 
the email address provided in their CV;  
 

• Online interviews may be scheduled between shortlisted candidates and the members of the 
selection panel to clarify any details on your experience and expertise, as well as asking 
specific questions on them. 

 

• Successful candidates at the interview stage will be proposed for appointment to the Head 
of Cooperation who will make the final decision; 

 

• Experts can apply for registration, deletion or updating of their data at any time. Once 
registered, the profile will be active until 01/04/2026.
